The work is performed under general supervision
of an operator qualified to be in charge of the operation of the plant. Supervision may be exercised over
subordinate employees in the performance of their assigned duties. Does related work as required.

TYPICAL WORK ACTIVITIES:

Starts and stops pumps, motors, air compressors and related machinery and equipment;
Makes minor repairs to machinery and equipment;

Records readings from meters and gauges;

Treats and disposes of sludge;

Add chlorine to wastewater;

Takes samples of wastewater for testing;

Makes necessary tests for control of plant operation;

Assists in the instruction of trainees;

. Supervises the work of laborers and other subordinate employees;

0. Keeps a log of plant operations and related records;

1. Performs custodial duties in connection with maintenance of buildings and grounds.
